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After graduating from ELTE School of Law of Budapest, Paul Csiszár studied international 

comparative law and earned a second Juris Doctorate at Loyola Law School in the United 

States.  

Following his admission to the Bar in 1986 in California he practiced as a corporate, 

securities and M&A lawyer in the US and then from 1997 in Central Europe with the 

international law firm of Squire Sanders until 2003 when he joined the public sector.
